Early Bird Registration provides an opportunity for girls and adults to pre-register for the next Girl Scout year. Early 
Bird Registration is a great way to retain girls and adults in your troop. Our district receives an incentive of $1.00 
for every girl who Early Bird registers by the May 31

st
, 2009 deadline.  Early Bird troop packets will be available for 

pickup at the April district meeting. Each troop packet contains a dues summary form, pre-printed membership regis-
tration forms, a family campaign flier for each girl, and an instruction piece for the leader.  
 

Two other incentives are being offered this year as we move towards realignment. Each girl that participates will re-
ceive a free Inaugural Early Bird Patch. This will be the Inaugural Patch representing the newly aligned Girl Scout 
Council formed by the merger of 5 Councils in central and western North Carolina. Each girl will also receive a $5.00 
discount coupon to attend the new council-wide celebration in Hickory, NC to be held in October, 2009. 
 

A very important change was made this year and that is the membership dues have increased to $12 per year. 
Please take special note to this change.  If you are registering a girl for 2010, please make sure you receive $12. If 
you register a girl for this year (2009), the dues are $10.  Leaders, please pay close attention when turning in your 
registrations.  If the wrong amount is sent in it will hold up your registrations. 
 

Here are a few reminders in filling out forms: 
 

1)   Make sure all areas of the registration forms are marked and that there is a signature on every form. Leaders 
make sure you fill out the lower right corner of each form. 

 

2)   A dues summary must accompany the registrations you are turning in.  Each time you submit a registration a 
dues summary has to be included. 

 

3)   Please make sure all money is the correct amount. 
 

4)   If a contribution is being made, please have the parent cut a 2

 check for that contribution. 
 

5)   If you have a parent, that wants to use a debit or credit card for their contribution, they are to fill out the bottom 
portion of the registration form and write "contact me for card number" in the space for credit card number.  This 
is for security purposes. Make sure there is a signature.
